 Commander George Peckingham, AP of the Utica Sail and Power Squadron announced 

today that spring 2008 courses will include Marine Navigation and Marine Electronics. Both 

courses have been revised recently to include electronic navigation methods and equipment. 

The first of four marine navigation courses is Piloting. It will be held on Tuesday eve-

nings from 7:00 to 9:00PM starting January 22, 2008. Piloting includes the use of paper charts 

and electronic cartography to plan and execute on-the-water travel. The use of both compass 

steering and GPS monitoring of course progress will be covered along with more traditional 

methods of boat positioning. Next Fall the second course in marine navigation is Advanced Pi-

loting that includes more exposure to near shore ocean navigation with consideration of tidal 

conditions and radar navigation. Courses that marry celestial navigation with electronic naviga-

tion for ocean travel will follow. 

 Marine Electronics will be held on Thursday evenings from 7:00 to 9:00PM starting 

January 17, 2008. This course includes three in depth modules to understand and apply knowl-

edge in ñboat electrical systemsò, ñmarine radioò, and ñmarine electronic navigation equip-

mentò. These courses are for Utica Sail and Power Squadron members. Anyone wishing to take 

advantage of these courses and several other electives for boating competency and safety may 

join the squadron. We have three parts in our squadron mission including member education, 

social interaction, and public service. The squadron web page is www.usps.org/localusps/utica .
