Contrary to excellent advertising by our PRO 
officer Lt. George Silverman, P and numerous phone calls, the reputation for excel-
lence of the teaching staff, and word of mouth advertising by our membership, only 
three showed up. Two are candidates for membership but time will reveal their inten-
tions. Thanks for another well done job. We are sorry for the poor showing of students. 
P/C Duke Peckingham, JN is still struggling for a good day to get the N class students 

site folders completed and submitted. 
 We contacted P/C Harry Winberg, SN to ascertain if he was willing to take on 
the Sail class. His initial reaction was negative but then decided to Co ï teach Sail with 
PC Rick Gassner, JN. The class will start in January 2011. We are still awaiting a deci-
sion from 2 of Harryôs Weather Class students to take the exam. 
We received an e-mail from Lt. Linda LaDuc, AP that indicated she was willing to co 
teach a Seamanship class. We are currently identifying students in need. 

In our September meeting we organized a committee to examine and propose a 
pricing schedule for our courses in light of USPS offering courses to non members that 
here to for was forbidden.

Their Education Department 
has proposed a pricing schedule for the same circumstances. Using their criteria and 
modifying with the following criteria: Member prices for all courses shall be cost of 
course materials plus a $5.00 fee (fee helps defray cost of instructor materials).

$20.00 handling fee. This policy was approved at our 3 NOV. 2010 membership meet-
ing.
